WHY FINISHES ' .’/

The Malaysian timber industry is one of the major contributors to the Malaysian economy. In 2012, timber and
timber products have contributed a total of RM 20.20 billion to the export market. Furniture is the star performer who
contributed about RM 6.53 billion in 2012 which had ranked Malaysia as number 8 in the global market in 2011. Wood fin-
ishes play an important roles in determining the market segment for furniture as well as in ensuring whether any products
is marketable or not. Besides, correct finishing techniques will enhance the beauty and quality of any products. In this re-
spects, the Malaysian Standard (MS) on Method of Test for Finishes was developed by the Working Group on Timber under
the purview of the Malaysian Timber Industry Board(MTIB) in line with it’s scope as a Standards Writing Organisation
( SWO) for timber, timber products and timber structure.

A solvent-based finish, such as varnish and lacquer, contains a good deal of organic solvents, which can affect the
environment as well as our health It is also a highly flammable material. If these particulars finishes pose a problem to us,
it is advisable to use a water-based finish as an alternative to eliminate fire hazard and to mitigate the environmental and
health impact. Pure oil is also a surprisingly good alternative to a solvent-based lacquer or varnish since pure oil contains no
solvents and comes from renewable resources. However, oil-soaked rags must be disposed of carefully. In addition, shellac
is also a good alternative. All finishes are non-toxic when fully cured because once the solvents have evaporated, any
cured film is safe for contact with food because additives such as heavy-metal driers and plasticizers are encapsulated well
enough that these adhesive do not migrate into our food.

Industry members are encouraged to attend this seminar to share latest development on green finishes which is required
by global market. The seminar will be held on 25 June 2013 at MTIB’s iconic timber building, Galeri Glulam Johor Bahru.
